Resident Visa & ARC

Resident Visa Application

Eligibility  

Foreign nationals, who hold ordinary passports or other legal travel documents, intend to stay in Taiwan for more than six months for the purpose of joining family, pursing studies, accepting employment, making investments, doing missionary work, or engaging in other permissible activities. 

Requirements  

A passport valid for at least six months.

A duly completed and signed original application form with two photographs.

The photographs should have a size of 2 inches.

The photographs must have been taken within six months.

The photographs may be either in black and white or in colors with white background.

Supporting documents or official letters of approval from the relevant authority of the Taiwan, eg. Letter of Acceptance.

Other relevant documents. (student ID card, payment receipt, NT$3,000)

Health certificate, if applicable.

Visa Validity

A resident visa valid for at least three months.

Duration of Stay

Resident visa holders are required to apply for an Alien Resident Certificate at the city/county police headquarters nearest to their residence in Taiwan within 15 days after their arrival. They may stay in Taiwan as long as the Alien Resident Certificate remains valid.

Fees

NT$2,200 (US$66) for a single entry; NT$3,000(US$90) for multiple entries.

For US citizens, visa application fee is NT$3,600 (US$100).

For foreign nationals from countries with which Taiwan has entered into reciprocal agreements, the resident visa is issued with no additional charge.

Remarks

Foreign nationals, who have entered Taiwan with a visitor visa are subsequently legally employed in Taiwan, may make the necessary change from a visitor visa to a resident visa directly. The above regulations do not apply to blue-collar workers or those who have entered Taiwan via the visa exemption program.

Alien Resident Certificate (ARC) Application

Requirements

A completed application form.

The applicant’s passport with a valid resident visa.

A recent taken 1.5-inch bare-headed bust photo. (two photos are required for a first-time application, one for a renewal application)

Student ID card.

Verified documents to explain the reason for obtaining residence status.

Application Fees

NT$1,000 for one-year ARC.

NT$2,000 for two-year ARC.

NT$3,000 for three-year ARC.

NT$500 for a foreign student’s one-year ARC.

Processing Time

Five days.

Remarks

Resident visa holders who are expecting to live in Taoyuan County should apply at the Foreign Affairs Service Center (FASC) of the Taoyuan County Police Department for a Alien Resident Certificate within 15 days after arriving in Taiwan.

An ARC applicant with Taiwanese citizenship must provide a copy of their original Household Registration for a first-time application.

An alien resident who wants to leave Taiwan should bring his/her passport, valid ARC and/or Re-entry Permit to pass through Immigration at the airport or harbor. However, to reenter Taiwan you should apply at FASC for a  Re-entry Permit prior to your departure.

Alien residents may receive visits for the purpose of census checks from officers of a precinct police station between January and March of each year.

An applicant may authorize a third person to file his/her application.

The fee for renewal of an Alien Resident Certificate that has been damaged or list is NT$500.
